Bharati Cup Championships 

Bharati Cup Championships were organized for the ninth year running for Kho-Kho and Cricket 
T-20. Eight Teams Participated in the Kho-Kho tournament and four in Cricket T-20. The 
participating colleges were from Lakshmi Bai College, Mata Sundari College, Shyama Prasad 
Mukherjee College, Indira Gandhi Institute of Physical Education and Sports Sciences, Jesus and 
Mary College, Kalindi College, Gargi College, Daulat Ram College, Satyawati College, Kamla 
Nehru College and Bharati College. In the Bharati Cup Kho-Kho Championship the first and 
Second Runners up teams were Lakshmi Bai College and Bharati College, while the cup was won 
by Shyama Prasad Mukherjee College.  The Bharati Cup Cricket Championship was won by Jesus 
and Mary college.
