My commitment to gender and its underpinnings is two decades old. It began from my M. Phil days when I wrote a dissertation on the women writers from Africa and India. I had talked about the writers and their lack of visibility in the mainstream literature as opposed to their male colleagues. The same thought was carried forward in my Ph.D. dissertation titled “The Black Woman Speaks: A Study of Flora Nwapa and Buchi Emecheta”. Since then I have written extensively on the position of women in the society both in terms of Comparative study with Africa and in the Indian milieu per se. I have written about texts where the woman is at the center of the story as well as her role in the society.

My research has moved beyond literature and into the sociological territory where I have looked at women in combat. As Fellow at the Indian Institute of Advanced Study Shimla I have looked at the lives of the Mau women of Kenya and the Naxalbari women of India. I have also documented the stories of the maids in Gurgaon who come all the way from Sundarbans in West Bengal and their struggles to survive in the metropolis. I have also worked extensively on gender and diaspora.
