and also give
equal space to dif-
ferent ideologies.
The newspaper is
likely to be
launched by Dr
Mukti Sanyal,
Principal, in pres-
ence of the De-
partment Faculty.

Bharati College goes to polls 
on Thursday
The Annual Bharati Col-
lege Students Union elec-
tions are scheduled on 12 
September this year for 
the posts of President, 
Vice President, Joint Sec-
retary along with other 
positions to cater to the 
student’s needs and ben-
efits.
After the seizure of the 
nomination procedure, the 
final list of selected candi-
dates was announced on 
5th September with the 
subsequent declaration of 
dates and names for the 
elections.
The main agendas that 
were a part of maximum 
candidate manifestos 
pointed towards the re-
forms in the college li-
brary, quality of food in 
the canteen and about the 
hygiene and sanitation 
practices in the campus 
along with setting of com-
plaint desks to help out 
students.
While there is bile of com-
petition for most of the 
posts, the position- hold-
ers for two posts were 
declared  due to lack of 
candidature afterwhich 
Aprajita khajuria and Pal-
ak Sharma, both from 
B.com(Hons),  second 
year were elected for the 
posts of Vice-President 
and Secretary respective-

ly. 
Vice-President Aprajita 
khajuria said, “ I wish to 
establish a sense of qual-
ity over quantity in every 
possible way, fests, de-
partments and in account-
ability of college societies, 
there is also a dire need 
for detailing short term 
goals, timelines, daily up-
dates and achievements 
for monitoring quality 
growth of Bharati”.
The present Union will try 
and continue the legacy 
maintained by previous 
Student’s Union bodies, 
several reforms that were 
undertaken by the former 
Union President Paridhi 
Babulkar included ex-
tra sitting places in the 
college and hostel cam-
pus facilitating space for 
students for recreational 
purposes, the members 
of the Union extensively 
focused on making the 
college events more lively 
and grand with special fo-
cus on the annual college 
fest organised in Febru-
ary.
All the aspiring candi-
dates are campaigning in 
full swing with the college 
being a host to slogans, 
war cries and posters that 
clearly depicts the com-
motion before the elec-
tions due on Thursday.

The Department of 
Sociology of Bharati 
college screened the 
movie “The Boy In The 
Striped Pajamas” on 6th 
September, followed by 
an availing discussion 
based on the personal 
analysis of the story by 
the viewers. The mov-
ie has been directed 
by “Mark Herman” and 
written by the very fa-
mous Irish writer John 
Boyne. The movie took 
us back in the nerve 
chilling regime of Nazis 
in Germany.

Another first year stu-
dent from the same de-
partment said, “This ver-
dict is a milestone, and 
now at least they are not 
criminals in the eyes of 
the state and they can 
protect and practice their 
interests without worry-
ing about the legislature, 
but India is still a conser-
vative society so people 
will take time to to under-
stand this”.
