Activity Title- Bharat@2047: Inspiration for World Economies

Objective: As an active part of the Viksit Bharat programme, this dynamic national seminar focused on
three pivotal aspects of Indian development—Entrepreneurship, the Rural Development Model, and
Swadeshi (Self-reliance and Globalization).

On 6th April 2024, Freakonomics: The Economics Society in collaboration with Swadeshi Shodh
Sansthan, organized a national seminar on the theme “Bharat@2047: Inspiration for World Economies”
attempting to delve into the facets of inclusive growth, nurturing the entrepreneurial ecosystem of the
nation and exploring the true essence of Swadeshi.

The seminar was elevated by the presence of an enthusiastic audience of more than 100 students and
academicians from diverse fields. The event began with the ceremonial lighting of the lamp. Featuring
three sessions, nine speakers delved into an array of topics, honored with a Tulsi planter, a book and
shawl as a token of respect.

The inaugural session focused on “Entrepreneurship” and was moderated by Prof. Pradeep Chouhan of
JawaharLal Nehru University. Distinguished speakers, Mr. Satish Kumar (Sah-Sanghatak of SJTM),
Professor Raj Nehru (Vice Chancellor of the Shri Vishwakarma University) explored the stereotypes
amongst the employable youth regarding entrepreneurship, hinting that it's more about the mindset rather
than the education, age or gender. The patrons of the seminar, Prof. Saloni Gupta and Prof. Kavita Sharma
guided the students to begin by shifting their mindset, asserting that resources will follow suit. This
session was concluded with a short Q&A for the audience, followed by a high tea break.

The second session was centered around the key theme of “Rural Development Model” and was
moderated by Mr. Ravi Pokharna of “Pehle India Foundation.” We were graced by the presence of Mr.
Kumar Shubham (Director of Sewa International), Mr. Anil Sharma (CA and office bearer of SIM) and
Professor Raj Kumar Mittal (former Vice Chancellor of Chaudhary Bansi Lal University) as our speakers
who gave us essential knowledge of how agricultural development is a key factor to India's development.
Mr. Anil Sharma shared the success story of “Zoho Corporation” and its strong linkage with the rural
ecosystem. This information delighted the audience and he further talked about consumerization,
urbanization, digitization, renewable energy, and the opportunities that exist in the rural ecosystem. He
advocated for investments instead of subsidies for the revival of the share of the rural economy in the
national economy. After this session, lunch was served.

The valedictory session was moderated by Mr. Gagan Kumar (Krishnomics Legal) focusing on the theme
“Swadeshi, Self-Reliance, and Globalization.” The speakers of this session included Mr. Alok Tripathi
(Director of MEIT of Government of India), Professor Ashwani Mahajan, Mr. Sanjay Sharma (MLA of
Uttar Pradesh) and Dr. Chavi Asrani (OP Jindal University), who collectively focused upon the
significance of self-reliance to make India a developed nation by 2047. From discussion about blockchain



technology to the role of trade to increase exports from the country and how “Vocal for Local” as a
slogan, along with many schemes has been used to improve the quality of life of indigenous people and
their crafts, it was ensured that all the aspects were addressed.

The session ended with a Q&A round and the student volunteers were presented with a token of
appreciation for their efforts in the smooth conduct of the seminar. The event concluded with a vote of
thanks presented by Dr. Sarabjit Kaur, Joint Secretary of SSS who thanked the teachers, faculty, staff,
resource persons and student volunteers who made the event successful.
